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GAME
The object Progressive Relay is to work together « 3 x5 cards with various instructions written on
as a team to carry out all the instructions. them (see below)
« Two chairs

Use this relay to teach your kids the value of teamwork.

« Set two chairs at one end of the area.
« On each chair, place a stack of 3X5 cards on which you've written relay instructions kids will

carry out. You'll need one-half as many instructions as you have kids, and a set of them for each
team.

« Shuffle each set of instructions independently.

- Form two teams. Have teams line up in single-file lines on the side of the room opposite the chairs.

« On “go,” the first person on each team will run to the chair, take one 3X5 card, follow the
instructions, tag the chair, run back to his or her team and lock arms with the next person in line.
Both of them will run back to the chair, take one 3X5 card, follow the instructions together, tag the
chair, lock arms again, run back to their team and lock arms with the third person, and so on.

- This continues until all team members have been included and made it back to the starting line.

Sample Relay Instructions: Sing “We wish you a Merry Christmas”, do five jumping jacks, run around

the area, run backward to your team, hop to your team, run around the chair two times yelling “God
forgives.”
