E X A M P L E

GOD CHANGES HEARTS

Spread out among the children so all of the children 
are near to a Team Member.  Pass out paper bags, 
colored paper, markers, yarn, glue and scissors.

Team Member show examples of paper bag puppets.   
Demonstrated how to cut out eyes, lips, clothes, arms, 
etc.  Cut out paper hair styes or glue yarn for hair.

While they work tell them the story of how God 
changed the heart of a sinful, angry, hateful, murder-
ous man, Saul.  Show them examples of books in the 
bible that Paul wrote.  Show a bible map of Paul’s 
missionary journeys.

If telling a bible story is not an option then simply 
repeat the phrase, “God changes hearts!” 
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
