I N S T R U C T I O N S

E X A M P L E

GOD’S PROMISES ARE BEAUTIFUL

Spread out among the children so all of the children 
are near to a Team Member.  Pass out background 
paper, glue and colored paper/tissue paper

Team Member show examples of paper rainbows.  
Demonstrate how to tear pieces of colored paper and 
arrange them in an arc.  Explain how rainbows are 
made when sunlight passes through rain and splits into 
colors which are always arranged in the same order: 
red, orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, purple.  This is 
a wonderful example of God’s creativity and order.  
Allow kids to be creative with their rainbows.

While they work tell them about God’s promise and the 
symbol of the rainbow.  Discuss some other promises 
in the bible (Deuteronomy 7:9, Joshua 1:9, I Samuel 
15:29, Psalm 32:8, John 3:16)

If telling a bible story is not an option then simply 
repeat the phrase, “God’s promises are beautiful!” 
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
